The focus of assessment shifts from
summative testing of rote memorization skills to more regular and formative competency-based
performances of tasks for conceptual clarity.
Weekly concept tests will be conducted regularly on the concepts or skills taught during school
hours.

A cumulative concept and Term assessment will be conducted at the end of each Term in October
and March.
